I n September, 2025, USS Cobia will undergo a 

needed dry docking.  This essential maintenance 

will ensure the long-term preservation of this historic 

vessel by allowing a thorough inspection and cleaning 

of the underwater portion of the hull. 

   Itôs hard to believe that it has been nearly 30 years 

since Cobia was last dry docked.  That occurred in the 

fall of 1996.  This milestone project is crucial for keep-

ing the submarine watertight and in prime condition for 

future generations. The submarine will be towed to 

Fincantieri Bay Shipbuilding in Sturgeon Bay, WI, 

where it will remain for approximately four to six weeks 

before returning home to Manitowoc. 

   With an estimated cost of $1.5 to $2 million, this dry 

dock project is a major undertaking.  Thanks to the 

generous support of the community and partners, over 

$975,000 has been raised toward this goal but help is 

still needed to reach the finish line.
