In order to obtain a consistent hull thickness while hollowing out the upper portion of the Britannia’s 
hull, Gus uses small spacers that he inserts into the hull where the gunports will be.  When he reaches 
the tip of the red painted insert, he knows he has reached the desired thickness for the bulwark.
